Playing-Up and Playing-Down

Rules

O Players will be assigned to the proper division according to their age under rules specified on the CCLL website.  Playing-up or playing-down is the exception to the general rule, and decisions will not be based upon social reasons.  All players must be covered by the CCLL insurance policy.

O In exceptional circumstances, players may be allowed to play in higher-age-division if: 

(1) A player’s parent(s) or guardian(s) request in writing (including email) that the player be placed in a higher-age division; AND

(2) The team manager in the higher-age division determines that the player has the physical ability and baseball skills to play safely at a higher-age division and requests the player to be on his team; AND

(3) The commissioners of both higher-age and lower-age divisions concur that the move is appropriate. 

O In exceptional circumstances, players may be allowed to play in lower-age division if:   

(1) A player’s parent(s) or guardian(s) request in writing (including email) that the player be placed in a lower-age division; AND 

(2) The team manager in the lower-age division determines that the player will not pose a safety risk in the lower-age division and requests the player to be on his/her team; AND

(3) The commissioner of the lower-age division determines that the player will not pose a safety risk in the lower-age division; 

Process

· All players will be initially registered on the website for the division for which they are age-eligible on the website.  No exceptions.  

· Parents may submit requests in writing  (including e-mail) to managers asking that their child be placed in a higher-age division.

· Managers will recommend by email (including parents’ written request) to division commissioners any players they wish to have play-up or play-down for their teams.

· For playing up, the commissioners of two affected divisions agree on players to be moved to higher-age division and make registration changes on website.  For playing down, the commissioner of the lower-age division makes the determination and the registration change on the website.
