Softball Majors and Juniors

CCLL allows younger players with demonstrated skills to play up with older players in the Juniors (U-14) division.  Both divisions play on Little League International (LLI) regulation size fields.  Both the Majors and Juniors divisions are expected to be inclusive and to provide a safe, positive, instructive, environment.  Both the Majors and Juniors divisions follow the player participation rules set forth by LLI (from time to time each division will make exceptions in order to benefit the kids.....continuous batting order for example).  However there are clear differences between the two divisions:
Majors (U-12)
The Majors division is for girls age 9-12, and while competitive, emphasizes skill development and teamwork.  At this level, girls start to pitch, there is base stealing and sliding and girls begin to concentrate on playing particular positions as they gain more experience.  Sometimes play is altered in order to more fully enhance the game day experience.  Players are placed on a team by the Majors Division commissioner (requests can be made but cannot always be granted). 
Juniors (U-14)
The Juniors division is comprised of older players (U-14) who are at least league-age 12 but not older than league-age 14 who have demonstrated skills commensurate with the highest level of play that CCLL has to offer.  This division plays both other CapCity teams as well as occasional games with teams from other leagues, specifically, within a Montgomery County league (Red Raiders Softball). Juniors Division play is very competitive and they play by all softball rules (stealing, etc…).  Juniors Division also plays with a larger softball.  We recommend that returning Majors Division players who are interested in playing in the Juniors Division talk with their Majors Division coach about whether they are ready to play “up.”  New players to CCLL can decide which division to choose and will be evaluated at the beginning of the season.  Players who are league-age 13 and older are automatically placed on a Juniors team regardless of skill level. Players are placed on a team by the Juniors Division commissioner (requests can be made but cannot always be granted).
